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Jonathan,

              Just to confirm our telephone conversation a few minutes ago, we have no objection to the children decorating  bought-in fairy cakes with sugar-based icing. Similarly, making up cookie mixtures should pose no problem, provided that potential risks of injury have been adequately assessed.

The important point is to supervise the children’s hand-washing before handling foods, particularly after toilet breaks. Liquid antibacterial soap should be provided at the kitchen wash-hand basin, together with disposable paper towels or hot-air blower. Also, wash-hand basin taps should be disinfected periodically with antibac spray, eg Dettox or similar.
